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Executive Summary 

Outreach and public service is the third pillar of the University of Florida's 

mission and goals. As faculty and staff are expected to contribute their expertise and 

knowledge to the larger community outside of campus, there is compelling evidence that 

the university’s faculty and staff demonstrate a strong commitment to active international 

public service. The degree of international public service and outreach varies widely 

across the institution, but almost every college has faculty and staff who are actively 

engaged actively in these activities. 

Sub-Committee Mandate 

The Service/Outreach Subcommittee was charged with the following three goals: 

1.	 Assess the extent of internationalization that currently exists on campus as it 

relates to research and scholarly activities. 

2.	 Establish goals for the further internationalization of research and scholarship 

and establish a process for assessing the implementation of those goals. 

3.	 Identify institutional needs to provide incentives to encourage faculty and 

students to pursue international research, exchange and educational initiatives 

and opportunities.

Overview of the University’s International Outreach and Public Service Activities 

As noted in the University of Florida's self-study internationalization proposal, 

UF "aspires to further national and international recognition for its initiatives and 

achievements in promoting human values and improving the quality of life, and . . . to 

position itself to prepare students for the global community of which they will certainly 

be a part." To achieve these objectives, the university is assessing its current status of 

international- related activities. This subcommittee report addresses the summative 

assessment of public service/outreach activities related to university programs, faculty, 

and opportunities for its students. 
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Means of Assessing International Involvement 

The Service and Outreach Sub-Committee examined two sets of data. First, it 

assessed the self-study materials from the university’s 17 colleges for specific examples, 

best practices, and indications of areas for further expansion. Second, it reviewed the 

quantitative data on public service and outreach parameters for current and five-year 

projected activities, as identified by departmental units. Defining what is considered as 

public service and/or outreach was left for each college and department to decide, thereby 

leading to the possibility that an activity may be deemed to be both research and outreach 

in nature. For example, serving on international journal editorial boards can be 

considered to be a significant level of research-related international involvement, yet 

almost every college reported this activity as an outreach and public service activity. 

In assessing levels of international involvement, three levels of involvement were 

used, Levels 1 (low involvement) through 3 (high involvement). These levels and 

categories of activities are noted in Table 1 (follows). There may be areas of possible 

overlap or disagreement as to what constitutes low, medium, and high levels of activity in 

public service and outreach when contrasted with what has been reported for research 

and/or scholarship. For example, we differentiate between developing a study abroad or 

exchange program (Level 2) and the delivery of such programs overseas (Level 3). 

Level 1 activities are considered by the Service/Outreach Subcommittee to 

include activities that have primarily a domestic focus, including public speaking, media 

interviews, and curriculum reform that focus on internationally relevant topics and issues. 

Level 2 activities represent medium activity for outreach and public service and 

would include hosting visiting international scholars, advising foreign exchange students, 

and developing outreach programs. Other examples of Level 2 activity would include 

serving on international journal editorial boards and developing international programs 

such as a study abroad course, a joint degree, or a distance education course. 

Level 3 represents high involvement, and is achieved when developmental efforts 

are productive and programs are delivered (e.g., study abroad, joint degrees, distance 

education programs, artistic performances). Other high- level outreach examples include 

consultancies and technical assistance to foreign governments, internatio nal non-
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governmental organizations, federal/state activities in other countries, and earning awards 

with international recognition (e.g., Fulbright).

Not all colleges have an international perspective on public service and outreach as 

reported in the self-study. Clarification, however, of what are international public service 

and outreach activities actually increase the numbers previously reported for such 

activities. 

Current public service/outreach activities, as noted by the university units, are 

described below in three major categories: 

a. Global expertise – journals, hosting visitors, training, awards, and performances 

b.	 Outreach to the global community – hosting conferences, technical assistance 

and consultancies 

c.	 Scholarship linked with service – advising students, developing and 

delivering programs, collaboration with international colleagues. 

Global Expertise 

Most colleges and departments report that faculty and staff are involved in some 

manner with international journals and international presses – serving on editorial boards, 

as manuscript reviewers, and as officers of the journal and its associated organization. 

These journals include the International Journal of Power and Energy Systems, the 

Pacific Basin Finance Journal, Journal of Communication, Advances in Solar Energy, 

and the International Journal of Quantum Chemistry (which originates in UF's Physics 

Department). 

Hosting international visitors, researchers and scholars is considered to be an 

important service activity. 
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Training programs, whether held on UF campuses or overseas, for an 

international audience and participants constitutes another outreach activity. For 

example, the College of Veterinary Medicine organizes an annual short course for 

Japanese veterinarians and veterinary students, which emphasizes different clinical 

disciplines. The Public Utilities Research Center (PURC) in the College of Business 

annually offers, with the World Bank, training programs for public utility regulators from 

around the world. To date, 1,035 regulators from 108 countries have been trained at UF. 

Awards for international work that bring international recognition are common for 

UF faculty and staff. UF faculty received 11 Fulbright awards in 2001 and hosted 10 

Fulbright scholars from overseas. In 2001-02, the University of Florida ranked 9th among 

AAU public institutions in total Fulbrights awarded with 3 university scholars and 10 

visiting scholars. The University of Florida International Center’s compilation of UF 

Faculty Fulbright Awardees dates from 1950 through 2002—in that listing are 173 

University of Florida faculty who have conducted research in host countries spanning the 

globe. 

Artists and performers of international renown are hosted at the Unive rsity of 

Florida through the College of Fine Arts and the Phillips Center for the Performing Arts. 

These artists frequently provide master classes to UF students as well as outreach to 

public schools. The Center for World Arts programs reach over 15,000 Floridians a year, 

including K-12. Performances by UF faculty and staff at international venues are also 

common. 

A highly successful outreach collaboration between the African Studies Center 

and the Department of Theater and Dance is built on the African Performing Artist in 

Residence program. Some 11,300 students, teachers and others attended these 

performances over the past two years. Among the many requests for presentations in 

which UF faculty and students participate are those to underserved communities 

including youth correctional facilities and schools for the disabled. 

Many resource centers of global significance exist on the UF campus. National 

Resource Centers (African Studies and Latin American Studies) as well as larger centers 

are reporting separately. Affiliated faculty to smaller campus centers are often called on 
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to provide their expertise, for example, the Brechner Center for Freedom of Information 

is a domestic and international resource for media law, libel, privacy, access to courts and 

other freedom of information issues. 

Students can also be a resource. MBA students participating in the IB-2000 

program recruit local companies and work with them to develop and implement an 

international export strategy. Since 1999, teams of students have traveled to Europe, 

Asia and Latin America to develop contracts for their companies. 

Outreach and Service to the Global Community 

UF faculty are actively engaged in hosting international conferences, either at UF, 

in the state or overseas, as full conference organizers or for specific divisions, sessions, or 

symposia of international conferences. The Department of Advertising co-sponsored, 

and a faculty member of that department chaired, the 9th Annual International Advertising 

World Education Conference in Miami in 2000. 

UF departments also host speakers of international renown on our campus. Nobel 

laureate Elie Wiesel delivered lectures in 2001 under the auspices of the Jewish Studies 

Center. 

Although exact numbers are not available, many UF faculty provide their 

expertise to foreign governments, international non-governmental organizations (e.g., the 

World Bank, the United Nations, Amnesty International, European Union), foreign 

institutions, multinational corporations and U.S. businesses with international interests, 

and to the U.S. federal and state governments working internationally. Reports and 

grants highlight evidence of such activities. Lawyers in the Levin College of Law, for 

example, have developed alternative resolution systems in Asia and the Middle East. A 

professor in the Department of Botany, has performed a biological inventory of two 

national parks in Haiti. 

Linking Scholarship with Service 

Departments and colleges appear to consider that advising international students 

constitutes a significant service effort that may not be related to specific research 
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programs. With over 2000 international and exchange students at UF, this is indeed a 

major service performed by faculty. Some faculty also serve as external examiners for 

students at universities in other countries. 

The number of study abroad programs, exchange agreements, and cooperative 

agreements is increasing almost daily at UF. Fewer in numbers but possibly 

representing significantly more effort is the development and delivery of joint degree 

programs and distance education/distance learning programs. There are two significant 

stages to these programs. The first is developing such a program and the second is the 

delivery of the particular program. Departments and colleges articulated these efforts – 

from the College of Pharmacy’s PharmD joint degree program with German universities 

to the Florida Fly-Ins program offered by the College of Journalism, wherein students 

travel to international destinations to illuminate that part of the world to readers 

elsewhere. The Law School has developed a certificate in American law at Warsaw 

University. There has been no diminution of interest in any of these programs despite the 

terrorist attacks of September 11, 2001. 

Where most faculty hope their participation in such programs noted above will be 

continued is to develop further collaboration with international colleagues, some of which 

may lead to research opportunities. Even without being attached to a specific 

institutional program as above, individual faculty has developed collaborations with 

colleagues overseas for many years. These often continue whether or not there is 

funding, as when international graduate students become faculty in their home countries 

and continue the ir involvement with UF. For example, the Department of History now 

has two UF graduates teaching Latin American history in the Netherlands. 

Outreach Activities by Regions as Examples of Best Practices 

Latin America and the Caribbean 

� The Institute for Food and Agricultural Sciences: Country extension programs 

(Ecuador and Haiti) – faculty work with extension agents, students, local 

communities and farmers. 
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�	 College of Fine Arts: International artists- in-residence (e.g., Ghana, Nicaragua, 

Brazil, Ivory Coast, and Guinea) establishes long-term relationships within the 

community. An example is the Brazilian capoeira school in Gainesville started 

by Jelon Veira, the Latin American Artist in Residence in 2000. 

�	 The College of Design Construction and Planning collaborates with a local 

institution at different sites in the Caribbean Basin each year with the Preservation 

Institute: Caribbean. 

�	 The Land and Environmental Change Institute (LEUCI) involve local Mexican 

students in ecological field trips and disseminate research issues to local people 

through public seminars. 

�	 The University Alliance Program in the College of Education, is establishing 

collaboration with four universities and high schools in Latin America: Fundacio 

Getulio Vargas (Brazil), Universidadede Campinas (Brazil), Pontificia 

Universidade Catolica (Brazil), and the Technological Institute of Monterrey 

(Mexico) through the Lucent Partnership in Global Learning Program. 

�	 Project HEAL is a multidisciplinary initiative of the Colleges of Medicine, 

Veterinary Medicine and Dentistry, the Health Science Center Library, the Center 

for Latin American Studies, and the International Center in partnership with the 

University of San Francisco de Quito in Ecuador. Project HEAL proposes to 

expand and integrate the current international health care outreach to developing 

nations. 

Asia and the Near East 

� College of Nursing: Collaboration with faculty in Korea on autism. A Korean 

faculty member in the College of Nursing at Ulsan, Korea is currently acquiring 

knowledge at UF to conduct an autism research study in Korea. 

� The Department of Asian Studies conducts the Florida Seminar for Teaching on 

Asia that assists middle and high school teachers in Florida to incorporate the 

teaching of Asia into their curriculum. 
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Africa 

� College of Education: Establishment of a community college system in South 

Africa, with one school created. 

� Center for Wetlands: Formulation of a five-year research and academic 

development plan for the Okavango Research Center in Botswana. 

Europe and the former Soviet Union 

�	 Warrington College of Business: Consultation for Russian educational and 

governmental organizations to develop new business education systems and 

infrastructure, an internet-based MBA program, and provide training programs for 

Russian corporate managers and business faculty. 

�	 Designation of the Center for Greek Studies as a Designated Center for 

Certification in the Greek Language by the Ministry of Education in Greece; one 

of only three such centers in the U.S. 

Goal 1: Assess the extent of internationalization that currently exists on campus as it 

relates to service/outreach. 

The quantitative reporting by colleges on public service and outreach is 

summarized in Table 2 below. A synopsis by college of these activities that are not 

highlighted below can be found in Appendix 1 at the end of this section.

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Goal 2: Establish goals for internationalization of …public service… and establish a 

process for assessing implementation of those goals. 

Reports about outreach and service activities varied widely from department to 

department and by college and from the self-studies and the quantitative data sub mitted. 

Some provided actual numbers while others provided summations. It is suggested that 

the format of Table 1, Public Service/Outreach Involvement (pages 98-99), can provide 

an initial point for departments and colleges to address the second goal. 

The second goal was only partially addressed by the narrative reports submitted to 

the service/outreach sub-committee. The submitted data provide a means to assess, for 

example, the various types of activities that can be classified as outreach. Goals for 

further international outreach activities by units cannot be established based upon the 

current data available. Departments and colleges must assess their reported outreach 

activities as the benchmarks against which to measure their progress. Certainly, uniform 

benchmarks must be used across units. 

As noted in the best practices above, there is a wide array of activities that are 

considered as outreach and towards which departments and colleges can aspire. Some 

colleges, e.g., IFAS, have already developed faculty self-reporting mechanism for annual 

activities and are developing a similar reporting process for their promotion/tenure 

packets. Other colleges might use this model, especially as all faculty and staff should be 

submitting annual activity reports. Some colleges also have set up committees and task 

forces to begin to develop their internal goals. Most of the submitted reports, however, 

did not go so far as to say how they would measure their progress in order to assess if 

they had met their internationalization goals. 

Goal 3: Identify institutional needs to provide incentives to encourage faculty and 

students to pursue international research, exchange and educational initiatives and 

opportunities. 

With respect to public service and outreach, it would be beneficial for the 

institution to continue to communicate its expectation of faculty involvement, and to 

identify how such efforts will be recognized. For example, in the promotion and tenure 
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(P&T) packet, faculty are asked to report on two out of the three pillars. The result of 

this is that most often, outreach and public service efforts, especially internationally, are 

not reported or rewarded. While these may appear in annual activities reports, the P&T 

process diminishes the importance of service unless, of course, the activities are redefined 

as research or scholarship. This confusion about when an activity is service and when it 

is research or scholarship is obvious in the self-study reports. Therefore, clearer 

definitions may be useful. 

It is apparent that many faculty and staff voluntarily contribute their time and 

intellectual capabilities to a wide array of outreach activities, some of which might also 

fall under teaching and research. It is also apparent that a significant number of 

departments and a smaller number of colleges do not believe that they are doing 

international outreach when, in fact, they probably are. Again, recognition and reward 

for public service and outreach would both reveal perhaps hidden efforts and increase 

such efforts across the board.

�	 Faculty in various departments in the College of Medicine, like other colleges, are 

involved in serving on international committees, serving as consultants, and 

presenting at various international conferences. In particular, the Department of 

Anesthesiology maintains a website, called the Virtual Anesthesia Machine, 
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which is used internationally to teach the inner workings of an anesthesia machine 

and ventilator 

� Residents in the Department of Emergency Medicine are sent on cruise ships in a 

medical capacity beyond the territorial waters of the United States; 

� In the Department of Neurology, there are numerous international fellows that 

come from various countries, such as Korea, Japan and Israel to train; 

�	 In the Department of Neurological Surgery, the faculty encourage residents, as 

part of their neurosurgical residency training program, to seek at least one year of 

research experience at an institution either within the United States or abroad. At 

the current time, one resident in neurosurgery is completing specialized training in 

Grenoble, France and one instructor is completing a mini fellowship at this same 

institution. Further, the department has collaborative programs with various 

international universities such as Japan, China, Korea, France and Brazil. 

Medical doctors from such institutions may spend up to two years working in the 

microsurgical laboratory training lab to perfect their skills and microsurgical 

techniques.

�	 Educational outreach in the West Indies: The University of West Indies has 

initiated a nursing masters degree program in consultation with the College of 

Nursing faculty; 

� Educational consultation with the Tuttori University in Japan;


� Educational consultation in Turkey;


� The Health Care Outreach project in Haiti. In the spring of 2001, nine members 


of the UF Nurse Christian Fellowship, two faculty members, and three UF nursing 

alumni taught skills to nurses, gave immunizations and provided care to patients 

at a Haitian hospital. This nursing group, through partnership with the 

Gainesville Rotary Club and Rotary Club International, also took typhoid fever 

immunizations and antibiotic to Haiti. 
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College of Pharmacy 

� Members of various units are involved in international service in the Departments 

of Medicinal Chemistry; 

� Faculty serve on editorial boards of international journals and act as consultants to 

international granting agencies; 

� In the Department of Pharmaceutics, members serve as referees for international 

journals, actively participate at international meetings, and maintain active status 

in international societies and conferences; 

� The Department of Pharmacodynamics collaborates with two German pharmacy 

associations, serves as referees on international journals, and actively participates 

at international meetings; 

� In the Department of Pharmacy and Health Care Administration, members serve 

on an international advisory board of the National Technology Institute of 

Indonesia, whereby there is an organization of symposium in the Department of 

Professional Programs; 

� The Office for Student Affairs maintains a website with information about its 

PharmD curriculum and the International PharmD program; 

� The Office for Student Affairs in the College of Pharmacy facilitates cooperative 

arrangements between foreign colleges of pharmacy. Currently a cooperative 

agreement exists between Gifu Pharmaceutical University and the College of 

Pharmacy. One student from Japan visits the College of Pharmacy for a semester, 

while two students from Gifu Pharmaceutical University are admitted into the 

International PharmD program. In recent years, two pharmacy students have 

spent time in Spain taking pharmacy courses during the summer semester; 

� The department offers continuing educational courses worldwide through the 

international service activities.

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Internationalization Data By College: Service and Outreach 

In developing their self-studies, all of the colleges were asked to assess their 

current level of internationalization and to establish 5-year goals in specific areas related 

to teaching, research and service. The information on the following pages is the result of 

that assessment and goals’ development in the area of service and outreach. 

Within the college self-studies located in the documents room are the department 

specific data that was used to create this section. At the time this data was collected, there 

were 17 colleges. With the recent re- location of the College of Natural Resources and 

Environment into the College of Agricultural and Life Sciences there are now 16 colleges 

on the UF campus. 

On the pages that follow, the left hand column is the name of the college and the 

number of full time equivalent faculty. At the top of the page are the item names or 

questions to which the college and department were responding. Immediately under these 

headers are columns for current and for 5-year goals. At the bottom of the page, next to 

last row are totals for all of the university. 

Although the college data viewed independently indicates good efforts toward 

internationalization, the collective data is in a number of cases impressive. For example, 

Close to 600 or just under 14% of the faculty are actively engaged in international service 

and outreach projects. Over 600 serve as reviewers for international presses; another 400 

plus serve on international editorial boards. 

This quantitative data supplements the qualitatively driven self-studies reports and 

provides an additional source of information on the internationalization of the University 

of Florida. 
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
